Dear Parents,

Sun Hats and Sun Screen

Class 1 – Visit Reminder

African Dance, Drumming and Art Event

Parking in Heath Park Road

We have recently had complaints from residents due to parents parking too close to the junction of Heath Park Road and Heath Road and Chiltern Gardens and Heath Road.  It has also been noticed that parents are parking on the main Heath Road making crossing very dangerous.
