Complete Beginners and Go-Ride Cycle Skills Courses, plus Cycle Training for Parents too!
GoCycle will be running Complete Beginners cycle training for children aged 4 – 7 years every Monday during August, (excluding August Bank Holiday) running at Southcott Lower School, £5 per session.
GoCycle are also running FREE Go-Ride cycle skills courses for 9 – 16 year olds during the summer holidays. The first of these will be held at Linslade Middle School, from 20 July - 23 July, Monday to Thursday. Each course takes place from 10.00 – 12.00 and will include four sessions of off-road skills.
