School finishes Friday 30th March
Sickness – reminder 
At this time of year there are a lot of bugs going around, please ensure that you keep your child at home if they are unwell. 
· Please telephone the school on the first day of any sickness absence to enable us to authorise the absence.

· If a child has sickness or diarrhoea they should remain off school for 48 hours after it has stopped.
· Conjunctivitis and impetigo are both very infectious and spread through classes rapidly; therefore if your child contracts either of these infections, please keep them at home until they are fully recovered.
New Admissions / School Transfer reminder
All County admission forms, both for transfer to middle school and new starters at lower school are due in at county by Sunday 15th January.
Free School Meals

Your child could qualify for free school meals or milk if you are in receipt of one of the following benefits:
· Income Support

· Job Seekers Allowance Income Based

· Income –related Employment and Support Allowance

· The Guarantee element of State Pension Credit

· Support from the National Asylum Support Service

· Child Tax Credit (but not working tax Credit) and you have an annual income that does not exceed £16,190

If you would like more information regarding free school meals please ask at the school office or to apply directly call 0300 300 8306.  When you call have the following information ready:
· National insurance numbers and dates of birth for you and your partner

· Dates of birth for your children

· If you receive support from the National Asylum Support Service, your NASS number
