Operation Christmas Child 
Once again we are asking the children to donate shoeboxes, wrapped and packed with Christmas gifts for children all over the world who are less fortunate than them.
Operation Christmas Child is the UK's largest children's Christmas appeal and has been running for over 20 years.  A huge army of volunteers give their time to help make a Christmas 'miracle' come to life, and are able to deliver gift-filled shoeboxes to children in Africa, Eastern Europe and Central Asia.  

They work with local churches and charities overseas to ensure that your shoebox gets delivered by hand to children who need it most.  Their approach is to give shoeboxes to children in need, regardless of their background or beliefs.

This year we are hoping to provide class boxes as well as shoeboxes from individual families to try and ensure that all the children have the opportunity to participate.  If you are unable to donate a whole shoebox please try to send in a small gift to go in the class box.  Ideas for gifts to include are given in the attached leaflet.  

All shoeboxes and /or gifts should be brought into school by Monday 7th November.
