Sickness – reminder 
At this time of year there are a lot of bugs going around, please ensure that you keep your child at home if they are unwell. 
· Please telephone the school on the first day of any sickness absence to enable us to authorise the absence.

· If a child has sickness or diarrhoea they should remain off school for 24 hours after it has stopped.
· Conjunctivitis and impetigo are both very infectious and spread through classes rapidly; therefore if your child contracts either of these infections, please keep them at home until they are fully recovered.

Home-Start – Support and Friendship for Families 
Home - Start are running a programme in Leighton Buzzard for women who currently or have in the past experienced domestic abuse.  For safety reasons details of the venue and times are not on public display but can be accessed by contacting Home –Start on 01525 374656.  The course is free and a crèche is available.

· Meet other women who have shared similar experiences

· Help you gain your self esteem, confidence and improve the quality of your life

· Help you recognise potential future abusers

· Reassure you that all men are not abusers

· Introduce you to community resources such as Woman’s Aid, the Police Domestic Violence Unit, Refuge etc.

Be Child Cancer Aware
Be Child Cancer Aware has issued our school with Awareness Cards highlighting the main signs and symptoms of Cancer in children and teenagers.  Whilst the card is not designed to frighten anyone, it is important that parents are made aware of the signs.  More than 4000 children and teenagers are diagnosed with Cancer in the UK each year and Cancer in this age group is particularly difficult to diagnose.
