Personal, Social, Health and Community 


Education


Seal; ‘Going for Goals’ and ‘Feelings’ (setting and achieving goals, feelings of self-worth and competence, recognising, understanding and dealing with a range of emotions/feelings)  Circle times; relationships between peers and selves and adults & problem solving.  Show and tell; self-esteem, independence and getting to know each other.  Culture and community;  School, Chinese New Year, Mothering Sunday, Shrove Tuesday and Easter








Problem Solving, Reasoning and Numeracy


Measure; using comparative language of heavier/ lighter, taller/shorter etc.  Counting; Reciting  and recognising numerals, counting in ones and tens.  Calculation: using the language of addition and subtraction and exploring one less in practical contexts.  Ordering; ordering numerals and using ordinal language.  Shape; talking about the properties and naming simple 2D/3D shapes.  Problem solving through practical activities including sharing and using coins.








Creative Development


Art skills; collage and textiles.  Topic art; developing range of media with charcoal, using pastels, creating pictures and models linked to theme.  Music; using and making percussion  instruments, learning about rhythm and composing, singing new and known songs.  Drama; role play linked to themes and stories, own expression of ideas. 











Physical Development


Dance:  use of Let’s Move and responding to music, imagination and instruction.  Gym: use hands, feet and small equipment to  develop aim and catch. Outdoor; risk management in play through use of the field, outdoor area, and large equipment.  Fine Motor: using a range of malleable materials, construction equipment and small tools.











Communication, Language and Literacy


Speaking and listening through small group work and role play areas (home corner, toyshop, rainforest or beach and puppet theatre).  Further Letters and digraphs will be introduced and learnt by name and sound.  Letters and sounds will be blended and segmented to develop reading and writing skills. Handwriting will be practised through own names and focussed letter formation, free writing will be accessible alongside planned activities of tracing or copy writing to accompany pictures and work.  Reading; a range of texts will be shared with children through whole class reading and individual reading and may include audio and ICT opportunities.  Drama will be covered through freeze frame and re-enacting texts.





Knowledge and Understanding


Place: comparing cultures through water.    Time; sorting & sequencing activities.   Exploration; using their senses to find out; observing changes in both cooking and experiments, expressing likes and dislikes.  Communities; School, Chinese New Year, Shrove Tuesday, Mothering Sunday and Easter Construction; use a range of materials to make models, cards and decorations.
